Sharifian Dahir related to matters of Berber Tribes in the Sharifian Empire

It is known from  this letter... that when the Berber tribes come forth to enter in obedience to our Sherifian Majesty for the spread of security to them, they had special practices/customs from old to which they conformed their actions , and it was difficult for them to leave them. The goal of our Sharifian Majesty was to strive for what rules it with security, makes it thriving, and pacification in our happy subjects, our pertinent view requires to establish them in their customs and allow allowing what actions they apply to it/carry out, and for its purpose, we have issued our order in what follows:

PART ONE
The affairs of the Berber tribes found in our Sherifian Empire will remain in accordance with the requirements of their special laws and customs, under the observation/controle of the governmental authorities. 

PART TWO
Decisions will be issued from the Grand Vizier in accordance with the Secretary General of the Sherifian State in designating the tribes following Berber customs ['awa'id] as [he will] designate what laws, and controls [already] promulgated are applicable to those tribes
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
